· High school diploma/GED staff working on ways to implement career choices and career exploration classes and making it part of credit requirements next year
· Contacted by potential students who have their high school diploma and need to upgrade their reading and math skills for work
· Looking at ways to meet their long term needs
· 2nd cohort of Optometric Assistant program starts January 22, 2019
· Offering Pharmacy Technician program 
· 8 week course
· Externships at Walgreens
· Offering a professional communication course with certification developed by Southwest Airlines
· Taught by Stephanie Kriebel
· If you have this certification and apply to Southwest Airlines, you can skip a step in the application process
· San Mateo Union High School District is partnering with College of San Mateo for juniors and seniors to take some introductory college classes at San Mateo High School in the evenings 
· Adult School students can attend
· Adult school students are required to enroll at the College of San Mateo and pay the associated college fees
Jefferson Adult School
· Dental Assisting program thru CCI International. There are currently 3 students registered; a total of 6 students registered is required for this program to move forward
· Office Assistant program
· 2 parts, computer and workforce communication component
· Developing curriculum to align with Skyline College’s office assistant program
· Office Technology class is now available for intermediate ESL students
· Creating a level 5 ESL/ABE class for advanced students to increase their skills
· 24 students graduated through their high school diploma and GED programs
· Transitioned 5 students to Skyline College
· Transitioned 2 students to City College of San Francisco
La Costa Adult School
· Established a partnership with the Half Moon Bay Library 
· La Costa will be conducting ESL classes at Half Moon Bay Library
· Offering 3 CTE computer level classes
· Offered in English and Spanish
· Increase in students taking Spanish 1 and 2 classes
· Hired 3 new teachers
Sequoia Adult School
· Shuttle bus between Sequoia and Cañada College will be started in January and will run every 15 minutes
· Enrollment is full for the ESL and ABE programs
· Approximately 50 students in the evening and 30 in the morning classes
· There is presently a wait list for their ESL classes
South San Francisco Adult School
· Job Fair planned for May 2019
· Partnering with Skyline College to present options/pathways from adult school to community college
· Offering newcomer program for new ESL students 
· Added literacy level to ESL evening class
College of San Mateo
· 2 students received Promise scholarships
· Facility Management program currently has 22 students
· Hired a retention specialist who will be assisting with ACCEL as well as and other College of San Mateo students
· There are approximately 90 students identified in the system as having transitioned from the adult schools
· Planning community college fair and workshops
Cañada College
· Hired new Transition Coordinator, Janet Ramirez
· Offering support course that provide tutoring and assistance in class
· Guided pathways using focus groups and gathering data to see what students need to complete their degrees
Community Pro
· Literacy Pro will host a training for the Community Pro Suite set for January 25, 2019
· There will be a second training date for ACCEL partners, including NOVA and JobTrain 
· Each ACCEL adult school and community college needs to sign and return the Data Sharing and Services Agreement and its attachment
· Adult school directors and community colleges have received the Agreements 
· Literacy Pro cannot accept their data without the Agreement nor can they move forward with the program installation
