CAEP Policy Updates – Presentation by Lionel De Maine 
· AB 705 is a bill that requires a community college district or college to maximize the probability that a student will enter and complete transfer level coursework in English and math within a one-year timeframe in the placement of students into English and math courses

· AB 705 was written to clarify existing regulation and ensure that students are not placed into remedial courses that may delay or deter their educational progress unless evidence suggests they are highly unlikely to succeed in the college-level course
· Assessment instruments and placement policies have serious implications for equity, as students of color are far more likely to be placed into remedial courses; students placed into remediation are much less likely to reach their educational goals
· CB 21 is a data element that community colleges are working on to align the coding for ESL with the national reporting system 
· SB 554 provides a streamlined approach for adults enrolled in High School Equivalency programs to concurrently enroll in one or more community college course without tuition or fees
· Legislation to change the way adult school teachers could be credentialed was vetoed by the Governor
Work Group 1 - Packaging of Support Services 
· Meeting held on November 5, 2019

· Group members are drafting questions for a survey to identify barriers facing students who are not doing well academically and in danger of dropping out of both adult school and community colleges
· Utilizing Immigrant Integration Framework spreadsheet created by Allies
· Group members will begin entering data according to their respective areas, and upon completion will review which components to adopt

· Networks the group is currently working with: Golden Gate Regional Center, Star Vista, Cora, Hip Housing, San Mateo County Self Sufficiency Program
