San Mateo County Central Labor Council – Trades Introduction Program (TIP)

Presentation by Rayna Lehman, Director Community Services
· TIP training will prepare students to be viable candidates with a goal of successful application to a certified union apprenticeship program
· TIP creates pathways to assist individuals by preparing them with the required skills to gain access to careers in the trades that offer good pay and benefits
· Classes include basic math, basic blueprint reading, OSHA 10 and First Aid/CPR certifications, tools and materials—skills that will enhance their chances of successful entry into a certified apprenticeship program
· Students have the opportunities to explore what each trade has to offer, learn about the history of the construction industry, and the importance of unions
· TIP offers 2 pre-apprenticeship cohort sections per year
· Classes are conducted at College of San Mateo
· TIP program admission requirements are closely aligned with the unions specifications: must be 18 years old minimum, GED or high school diploma, right to work in the U.S., 
California driver’s license, and the ability to pass a drug test (though TIP does not do drug tests)
· TIP San Mateo uses the Multi-Craft Core Curriculum developed by the national building trades department, and is a standardized pre-apprenticeship curriculum, applicable to all building trades
· The trainees upon completion are able to choose an appropriate career path for their skills and interests 
· Currently, TIP has placed 169 people in mostly union apprenticeship programs
· TIP is seeking funding and requesting ACCEL provide $50,000.00 to support TIP program for 2019-2020
